DEHRADUN: Uttrakhand will soon
find out its carbon quantity
assimilated by the forest cover,
which will help the government
to make its ground to claim
green bonus from the Central
government in coming days.
ICFRE director general Dr
VK Bahuguna on Tuesday
informed that the institute
was working on the adopted
carbon calibration programme
Reducing Emission from
Deforestation in Developing
countries (REDD) and data for
increase in carbon content in the
forests of the country in general
and Uttarakhand in particular.

The ICFRE DG
pointed out that the value of
forests and their various
aspects in India amounts to
26,96,823 crore.

Speaking about the forests
and  environment  in
Uttarakhand, Bahuguna said
that the political leaders need
to realise the importance of the
forests. “The oak was replaced
by pine on degraded land and
subsequently broad leafed
forests were replaced by
conifers. Lantana invasion is a
serious problem in
Uttarakhand while the deci-
mation of gular (ficus race-
mosa) trees is fueling monkey
menace in the State. There are
many areas. in the
State where people have aban-
doned farming because mon-
keys and other animals destroy
crops. However, [ have asked
the State forest department to
plant cluster fig trees so that
monkeys secure food in forests
instead of being forced to raid
crops and human settlements
for food,” said the DG.
