director Dr PP Bhojvaid
said that though species of 25
bamboo genus grow on about
90 lakh hectares in India, the
nation has not been able to
exploit this resource as well as
South East Asian nations.

However, proper process-
ing, preservation and value
addition can help capitalise on
this important natural resource.
He said this while inaugurating
a Common Facility Centre
(CEC) for bamboo processing
and training at the institute on
Thursday along with
Himalayan Environmental
Studies and Conservation
Organisation  (HESCO)
founder Anil Joshi and addi-
tional principal chief conser-
vator of forests Samdup
Tshering Simick Lepcha on
Thursday.
