RFRI conducts Training on Bamboo Cultivation

Rain Forest Research Institute, Jorhat (Assam) offered a consultancy service by
Imparting training to 30 farmers at Diffaloo Pathar under Bokakhat Subdivision of
Golaghat district on 26-27" March, 2018. The training on bamboo cultivation was
organized by Numaligarh Refinery Limited (NRL) in association with an NGO at
Diffaloo Pathar. The training is the first initiative of NRL for creation of captive

plantation for supplying bamboo to its Bio-Refinery.

NRL, a public sector oil refinery in Golaghat district of Assam, is going to
establish a Bio-Refinery which will convert bamboo into ethanol. Once functional,
the Refinery will require about 500 thousand tonnes of bamboo per year. The NRL
has started the process of motivating farmers to grow bamboo in their un-used land

so that it can get assured supply of raw materials.

The training was conducted by Shri R. K. Kalita, Scientist-E and Shri Kumud
Bora, Technical Officer. The farmers were taught about bamboo nursery,
propagation, plantation, management and after care. Field demonstration on
bamboo propagation techniques and plantation techniques were given to the

farmers.
