Report of Hindi Workshop conducted in IFGTB

Institute of Forest Genetics and Tree Breeding, Coimbatore organizes various

workshop on “Noting and Drafting in Hindi” was organized on 28 September 2021 in the
institute. Mr. S. Veeramanikandan, Senior Translation Officer, Employees Provident

Fund Organisation, Coimbatore was invited as guest lecturer to discuss on the topic.

Mrs. K. Shanti, Nodal Officer, OLIC inaugurated the workshop by welcoming the
Chief Guest S. Veeramanikandan, Senior Translation Officer, Employees Provident Fund
Organization and all the officers/employees participated in the workshop. Shri S.
Veeramanikandan, Senior Translation Officer, Employees' Provident Fund Organization,
in his speech had discussed on the topic "Noting and Drafting in Hindi". He said that
Hindi is our official language. Just as we use all the facilities given by the central
government, in the same way it is our duty to follow the rules of official language made
by the central government. According to the official language rule, the whole country is
divided into three regions viz. 'A' 'B' and 'C'. Tamil Nadu being in 'C' region, Central
Government offices located in this region should do 55% correspondence in Hindi and
30% noting in Hindi.

While discussing on the topic, he divided the common and regularly used notings
into two parts and explained the method of using them in bilingual form in an easy way
with examples. Simple techniques to translate Hindi notes into English and English notes
to Hindi were also discussed. All the participants were asked to translate it into Hindi by
giving English notings, in which all participants have carries out translation with
enthusiasm. The chief guest also gave suggestions for more improvements. Suggestions
were sought from everyone for progress in the implementation of the official language,

on which everyone gave their own suggestions. This workshop was useful to all.
