
Celebrations of the Constitution Day at Institute of Forest Biodiversity, 
Hyderabad on 26th November, 2019 

 
The Constitution Day (National Law Day), also known as Samvidhan Divas, celebrated 

on 26th November to commemorate the adoption of the Constitution of India and to honor and 

acknowledge the contribution of the Founding fathers of the Constitution. On 26th November 

1949, the Constituent Assembly of India adopted the Constitution of India, and it came into 

effect on 26th January 1950. The current year 2019, marks the 70th year of adoption of the 

Constitution of India. 

In this context, an awareness program on IPR, Biodiversity Laws, National and 

international conventions organized by IFB and Professors from the reputed Law School, ICFAI, 

Hyderabad were invited to conduct the program.  Dr. VeenaHaror, Associate Professor, Dr. Dilip 

Sharma, Assistant Professor, and Dr. NeeleshShukla, Assistant Professor and D.V.N Murthy, 

Assistant had participated in the Programme. Constitution Day had started with a pledge on the 

preamble of the Constitution of India by the staff. 

 

Shri D. Jayaprasad, IFS, Director, IFB, addressed the gathering briefing on the importance of the 

constitution day and the system of Indian Law. 

 

Dr. G R S Reddy, Scientist-G, welcomed the guests by introducing the IFB staff and explained 

the importance of laws regarding Rights and Patents. 

 

Dr. VeenaHaror initiated the session by explaining the Intellectual property Rights, Biopiracy, 

Protection and enforcement Importance of patents, processing of the patenting, procedure for the 

grant of a patent and evolving methods. 

 
The second session was initiated by Dr. D.V.N. Murthyexplained about the necessity of 

Biodiversity, conservation of Biological Diversity, Nagoya protocol, different Legislations on  

the protection of forest biodiversity, Biodiversity act, Procedure for seeking approvals, benefit-

sharing for Access of Biological Resources, benefit-sharing in IPR and benefit-sharing for 

transfer of accessing a biological resource. 



The afternoon session was continued by Dr. Dilip Sharma on the Topic of GITag and explained 

about Geographical Indication, Objectives of GI, Benefits of registration of Geographical 

Indications and Famous Agriculture Geographical Indications.
