The technical evaluation also includes examination of the quality of samples/reports of past jobs 

submitted with the proposal. Evaluation will be carried out for total technical score (St) of 100 and 

scoring 70 points out of 100 will be the eligible criteria for financial evaluation. 

Stage-2 Evaluation of Financial Proposal 

The evaluation committee will determine if the financial proposal are complete and without 

computational errors.

Such person shall be entitled to 

proceed with the reference from the stage at which it was left by his predecessor. It is 

also a term of this contract that no person other than a person appointed by the CPC 

cum-Director, IFP should act as arbitrator and if for any reason, that is not possible, the 

matter is not to be referred to arbitration at all in all cases where the amount of the claim 

in disputes is Rs.50, 000/- and above, the arbitrator shall give reasons for the award. 

b) Subject as aforesaid, the provision of the Arbitration and Conciliation Act 1996 or any 

statutory modification or re-enactment thereof and the rules made there under and for 

the time being in force shall apply to the arbitration proceeding under this clause.  

c) Services under the contract shall notwithstanding the existence  of any such dispute, 

question or controversy, continue during arbitration proceedings and no payment, due or 

payable by IFP or the firm shall be withheld on account of such proceeding unless such 

payments are the direct subject of the arbitration.
